Add the shapes, textures and shadows that you can see.

REFLECT

Different light and weather can change how a place looks
and feels.

Return to your window at a different time of day, or when the
weather has changed. Does the view feel different?

Try drawing the same view again, showing the changes
you notice.

What differences can you see in your drawings?
